This
makes the learning experience a field for exchange, investigation and

development of critical thinking about the environment. Those
involved in the project had the chance to improve their photography
repertoire, experience different landscapes in the region where they
live and reflect on the particularities of the community.

If the clock marks temporality, reminding us to pay attention to the
future and to the next generations, the fauna and flora remind us of
the importance of improving our relationship with the environment.
Water, sun, wind and sugarcane remind us of renewable energy and
inspire us to think of ways to improve the quality of life. Recycling is
seen from different angles, emphasizing its relevance, how it is carried
out and how we can collaborate through sustainable actions. Using
photography, we combined different perspectives and sensibilities,
which resulted in a catalog and a collective exhibition with different
points of view, from the perspective of its inhabitants and photogra-
phers Ana Paula Borges and Karina Bacci, who also acted as educators
in these meetings.
