Retratos da Terra has visited the rural district of Novo Paraiso, located
in the municipality of Jacobina, inland Bahia, gathering local teenagers
to encourage them to observe the place where they live and reflect on
different aspects of their community. This turned the learning expe-
rience into a field of exchange, investigation and development of cri-

tical thinking about their surroundings.
In the project, we have crossed the center and rural area of Novo
Paraiso, visited the Casa do Mel [Honey House] and the open-air mar-

ket, which takes place every Sunday, bringing together residents and

people from nearby districts. We also went to the center of Jacobina,
the village of Itapeipu and the town of Itaitu, photographing all of
those places. The result of this catalog is the combination of images by
photographer Karina Bacci with those by local photographer Eugenio
Junior, who have also acted as educators in workshops. Added to the

participants’ sights, they form a perspective of their inhabitants.
